In the early part of the 20th century, the
oyster beds played out, the packing houses closed, other
businesses went bankrupt, and the railway and steamships
eventually disappeared. Oxford became a sleepy little
town inhabited mainly by watermen who still worked the
waters of the Tred Avon.

Oxford today is still a waterman’s town, but is enjoying

a new resurgence based on tourism and leisure activities.
Its quiet charm, fresh air, summer breezes, and clean water
provide a haven from the hustle and bustle of city life for
boaters, weekend visitors, and summer residents.
